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In this study, constitutional issues relating to an accommodation of
children of religious minority in school were addressed, using Canada, known as a successful example
of a multicultural and immigrant country, as an instance. This study examined these issues from a
constitutional perspective. In addition, | visited Canada and investigated a real education there.

These findings will continue to be useful in addressing the urgent issue of the inclusion of
minorities in Japanese schools.
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
