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In this study, we reviewed the traditional Japanese comparative
constitutional law method. We examined how the study of Japanese constitutional law has been
positioned globally and how it should be developed in the future. As a result, we confirmed there is

a growing movement in the world to objectively recognize Japanese constitutional studies as a
comparative subject, as the method of comparative constitutional studies in the world is shifting
from a minority-country-referenced approach to a multi-country comparative approach. In addition, we

presented the state of Japanese constitutional law research to the world in a foreign language.
Finally, we examined the future of comparative constitutional law research in Japan from various
perspectives and raised certain issues within Japan.
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
