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This research aimed to elucidate the effectiveness and limitations of
official multicultural co-living/multiculturalism principle and policies in suppressing exclusionism
towards ethnic and cultural minorities, and to propose a new theoretical perspective for analyzing
the relationship between multicultural co-living/multiculturalism and exclusionism through a
comparative analysis of Japan and Australia. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, which overlapped with
most of the research period, field research was difficult, and the focus was shifted to the analysis

of text data and theoretical analysis. Nevertheless, approximately 30 research outputs were
published between 2020 and 2023, including one English co-authored book and two Japanese
translations. Based on these results, a monograph is expected to be published in 2024. Therefore,
the research objectives were largely achieved.
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
