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Affect and the body tend to be considered unrelated to publicness and the
public sphere, which are thought of as the domain of reason. In this study, we sought to clarify
that affect and the body rather have positive meanings for publicness and the public sphere. Based
on the results of our research, we presented our research on the joint theme of "Affect, Body, and
Public Sphere" at the 95th Annual Meeting of the Japan Sociological Society in November 2022 as the
culmination of our research project. We found the possibility of publicness in affect and bodily
communication. Unfortunately, however, we did not fully discuss the possibility that this could
distance itself from violence and populism and realize a renewal of the public sphere. Further
research is needed on this point.
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
