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This study analyzes the differences in the transmission of the
Western-rooted Professional Social Work education in the Republic of Fiji, and the activities of
people without social work education, such as supporting each other.
The research is based on literature stored at the University of the South Pacific and interviews
with practitioners and educators. It found that there was much discussion on the indigenization of
social work education in the whole Asia Pacific region when Fiji became independent in 1970. In the
beginning, SPC and other international organizations conducted social work workshops as a human
resource development program, and social work educators from Aotearoa, New Zealand, also
significantly contributed to developing social work education in Fiji. On the other hand, mutual
support activities for people without social work education have been implemented as part of social
work practice.
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
