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The purpose of this study was to clarify the position of educational
training and experiential learning in teacher training in Japan after World War 11 from the
perspective of comparative educational history between Japan and Korea.

With these objectives in mind, we conducted a survey of historical materials on educational
training and experiential learning in Japan in the early postwar period, organized the historical
development of evaluation research on educational training in postwar Japan, surveyed materials on
the transition of teacher training curriculum and educational training in postwar Korea, surveyed
materials on educational training at colleges of education in modern Korea, and examined materials
on teaching practice in Korea. Interviews with teachers in charge of educational training and
preschool/school management in modern Japan, and interviews with teachers in charge of educational
training in modern Korea were conducted.
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
