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Collection and analysis of educational practice records in schools affected by
Japan®s 3.11 disaster

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In this study, we systematically collected and organized educational
practice records published after Japan’ s “ 3.11 disaster” (Tohoku Earthquake and TEPCO"s Fukushima
Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant Accident) in an attempt to reveal the impact that the disaster had on

schools and the resulting challenges. First, we identified 739 Tsunami and Earthquake Affected
Schools and 2,346 Nuclear Affected Schools. Next, we collected 76 educational practice records
dealing with natural disasters at the tsunami and earthquake schools , 77 educational practice
records dealing with the nuclear disaster at the arthquake affected schools, and 17 educational
practice records dealing with the disasters at schools nationwide that had accepted evacuated
children. Our analysis of the records revealed two major findings, namely that children affected by
the disaster face feelings of loss and conflict, and that the teachers and children themselves are
striving to address these feelings.
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
