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Building a theory of media dialogue in Japanese language - Clarification of
learning in the dialogue process -
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We were able to identify two types of dialogue processes: dialogue about the
terms of use of SNS and dialogue about photographs.
The dialogue about SNS revealed the importance of advancing the dialogue while referring to
different positions. It also became clear that there are five perspectives from which to capture
dialogues about photographs: (1) defining the existence and substance within the photograph, (2)
emotional responses to the photograph, (3) reflection of experiential understanding, (4) intentional
decontextualization, and (5) composition of mini-stories.
It also became clear that it is necessary to position the learner as a "discussing being" when

developing lessons for understanding media in Japanese language classes, not limited to SNS and
photographs.
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
