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This research has revealed the development of diverse spatial expressions in
garden spaces, along with changes in approach and visual perspectives. The emergence of imagistic
garden spatial styles, which transcend physical space, has led to a close integration of design with

site morphology and a focus on the surrounding landscape in the development of architectural and
garden styles. This is also reflected in the way literary representations of gardens present a
celestial and conceptual aspect, imbuing spaces with meaning and fostering a perspective that
regards a wider environment as a garden. On the other hand, the influence of different cultural
backgrounds has clearly demonstrated unique characteristics of garden spaces, such as the
presentation of developed gardens, continuity with the surrounding landscape, pruning techniques for
vegetation, and the arrangement of stones and building materials.
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
