Continuing research into the impact of Kanemi Yusho on future generations using
maternal and child health handbooks
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This study is a fundamental study to evaluate the intergenerational effects
of dioxins from the perspective of maternal and child health using the Maternal and Child Health
Handbook. Information from the perinatal period to school age was extracted from the Maternal and
Child Health Handbook, and the study was carried out with two main goals: to assess the
developmental status based on the results of infant health checkups, and to examine whether the
intergenerational effects of dioxins are a sustainable research method, including the physical and
psychological burden on research participants and medical economic aspects. Although there is not
enough information available to draw a final conclusion about the intergenerational effects, an
examination of the burden required for implementation and other factors suggested that this could be

a sustainable research method for intergenerational effects.
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
