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This study examines the acceptance and development of the theory on Zamatha
and VipazyanA from late Indian Mahayana Buddhism around the 8th century to the period of pre-Tibetan
Buddhist transmission (snga dar), and to contribute to the understanding of the development of
thought at that time. This study compares Kamalasila®s arguments with two treatises influenced by
him: the first is Vimalamitra (late 8th century)®s Rim gyis "jug pa"i bsgom don, and the second is
Jnanakirti (ca. 9th century)®"s *PAramitAyAnabhAvanakramopadeza.
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
