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This research consists of studies on a) the commencement of execution, b)
the requirement of mistake in fraud, and c) the use of quasi-fraud. The study a) states that in
theft, the commencement of execution is recognized when the actor begins to attack the physical and
psychological barriers that the victim has set up against the property, and in computer fraud, the
commencement of execution is recognized when the actor begins to work on the victim"s computer. The
study b) identifies the problem of proving mistake in multiple fraud. The study summarized the
problems of proving mistake in the case of multiple fraud and proposed that a substantive legal
approach should be adopted based on the comparative legal findings. The study ¢ proposed that
there is theoretical room to broaden the scope of the crime.
