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Exploration of phospholipids as biomarkers for oral Potentially Malignant
Disorders
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The presence and degree (grade) of histopathological epithelial dysplasia
are the criterion standard used to valuating the risk of malignant transformation of oral
potentially malignant disorders (OPMD) but no valid biomarkers have been identified. The purpose of

this study was to clarify the composition and distribution of phospholipids in each grade of OPMD
using Mass spectrometry imaging, and to establish a new method for evaluating the grade of OPMD.
Although we tried to collect cases, it was difficult to reach the target number of cases due to
circ?mstgnces such as the failure of the storage freezer. Unfortunately, the analysis has not been
completed.
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
