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Effectiveness and implementation of an ICT-based decision-making guide for
delivery place
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The purpose of this study was to verify the effectiveness of a randomized

controlled trial of a decision aid for selecting the birth place and to modify the decision aid. A
randomized controlled trial was conducted by allocating a group using the decision aid (intervention
group) and a group not using the decision aid (control group) and comparing the two groups. After
verifying the effectiveness of the decision aid, the decision guide was modified. The decision aid
of this study was modified by adding information focused on childbirth knowledge as supplementary
reading material. The results of this study suggest that decision aid is effective in reducing
decision conflict among multiparous women who hope to get pregnant.
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
