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To develop a robot that provides information while considering interpersonal
relationships, research on the robot"s behavior and conversation design was conducted. First, a
path planning system that accounts for the priority of each interlocutor was developed.
Additionally, several conversation strategies related to demonstrating awareness of these priorities
were proposed. The effectiveness of mimicking an interlocutor®s body movements, the number of
robots, and the roles of robots were also evaluated.
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
