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Due to the impact of COVID-19, the overseas survey plan was partially
changed (the UK was added). From the case studies of Jakarta, Indonesia, Bangkok, Thailand, and
Kyoto, Japan, officialization the current state of districts that have not undergone sufficient
official permission procedures during the era of urbanization and that appear to be disorderly at
first glance, is justified by the autonomy of community, and the logic inherent in the given
conditions of the living environment. Furthermore, from the evaluation process of applications for
changes to the Right of Way in the UK, which is not in Asia, the relationship between the evaluation

process included in the means of official recognition and the actual response was understood.
Overall, these results showed that there is a methodology for planning deregulation.
