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The purpose of this research is to explore the experience of birth by
analyzing the philosophies of Michel Henry, Jacob Rogozinski, and the psychoanalysis of Jacques
Lacan. Rogozinski and Henry offer unique perspectives on the concept of (re-)birth. According to
them, birth is not a past event that the self can only confront in a temporal gap; instead, It is
relived each time the ego experiences itself in the present moment. Examining their concepts of
birth helps us consider the issue of temporality in the phenomenology of Life and the phenomenology
of remainder. By comparing the viewpoints of these two philosophers with Lacan’ s distinctive
concept of (re-)birth, we can further delve into the temporal experience of the ego.
