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This study aims to clarify the concept of presence in Kitaro Nishida®s
philosophy by comparing it with Henri Maldiney and Shozo Omori .

In the first year, we reconsidered the concept of fact in Nishida"s later philosophy and clarified
its problems. In particular, we applied Maldiney"s critique of Hegel to Nishida"s later works.The
following year, we made a thematic comparison between Nishida Kitaro and Shozo Omori. Although Omori
strongly accuses Nishida of mysticism, there are clear similarities between their philosophies.
This can be seen in the attitude towards the understanding of experience. That is, they both argue
that experience is medium(s) of " " before the division of subject-object. On the other hand,

their differences lie in Nishida®s strong orientation to the presence of events.
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
