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Regarding the business for peace and human rights, there have been several
discourses over the value and the evaluation. This study focused on: (1) those business
models; (2) its effects to conflicts and peace; and (3) those evaluation methods. The
analyses are from: (a) conflict resolution; (b) movement of people; and (c) governance.
The outcome was the successful systemization with interdisciplinary perspectives.
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
