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In this study, I investigated the characteristics of the Hiragana movable
typefaces that were prevalent in the early Edo period. First, | confirmed that the usage of letters

in the Hiragana movable typefaces tended to match that of the scribes at the time.

Furthermore, 1 confirmed that the same set of movable typefaces was used in multiple works,
including the "Hojoki." Then, by investigating the usage of specific typefaces, | revealed the

publication order of each work. Additionally, in the Sagabon third edition of the "Tsurezuregusa,” 1
pointed out that the movable typefaces from the Keicho 15th edition of the "Nihon Shoki" were mixed
in, suggesting that both works were published in the workshop of Suminokura Soan.
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
