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Ancient Hegemonism and the Local Communities in the Coastal Region of Palestine:
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How did the territorial states and empires formed in ancient West Asia
affect the local societies within their territories and hegemony? This study examines this question
through archaeological data from the Palestine (or the southern Levant) as a case study. The main
results of this study are: 1) that the specific aspects of the activities of the New Kingdom Egypt
were well examined based on archaeological materials from Tel Zeror, and 2) the fact that the
settlement history of the area (the number of settlements, character of settlements, population
dynamics, etc.) was, at least to some extent, linked to the presence or absence of hegemonic power.
In addition, 3) the recent research on Tel Rekhesh and its surrounding area has provided new
insights into the settlement dynamics and trade networks in the Assyrian Empire"s sphere of control.
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
