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In this study, we conducted questionnaire surveys and interviews to clarify
the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on older adults with dementia and their families. The
qguestionnaire surveys were conducted nationwide on medical and long term care facilities three times

over a span of three years, and the results were evaluated longitudinally. It was revealed that
changes in daily life due to the implementation of infection prevention measures significantly
affected the condition of people with dementia, as opportunities for social interaction and exercise
decreased.

The _interview survey was conducted on families of people with dementia, care managers, and staff at
medical and long term care facilities. Although discrepancies were observed in anxiety about

infection and Eerceptions of the situation, there was also a reaffirmation of trust in care workers
and family members.
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
