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The purpose of this study was to identify methods for evaluating the skin
condition of older inpatients with edema and to develop a bed bath program that can remove dirt
without worsening their skin condition. The results suggest that low-pressure wiping using cotton
towels and disposable towels may not worsen the skin barrier function of older patients with
cardiogenic edema. In addition, the use of disposable towels, which are increasingly used to prevent

infection, suggests that the use of high-density, thick towels can prevent a decrease in towel
temperature, allowing for bed bathing to be conducted without significantly lowering skin
temperature or causing the inpatient to feel cold, as is the case with cotton towels.
