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e R OMEE (33L) ¢ Joint Forest Management (JFM), is one of the Community—based
forest management program which has spread across the world since the 1990’ s. In this
study, we attempted to clarify the actual situation of JFMs in India and Nepal. Actually,
we can quantitatively observe the success of the JFM program as exemplified by the rapid
growth rate of forest. We can observe some of successful cases of JFMs in village level,
but also we have to recognize that the possibility of regional governance have been
declining in the region outside of the forest. In particular, there is the striking
