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e OBEEE (J£30) : The purpose of this study was to develop a scale for interorganizatinal
network building between multidisciplinary agencies and community-based organizations (CBOs).
In this study, we focused on a community comprehensive support center (CCSC) as a
multidisciplinary agency. After clarifying the concept of interorganizatinal network, developing
item pool, selecting items from the pool, and examining the validity, the scale for interorganizatinal
network building between CCSC and four different kinds of CBOs was developed. The scale for
network building between CCSC and CBOs is significant and practically feasible even though its
applicability and validity need to be further confirmed.
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
