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A study on the daily relief of physical symptom and education effect for children wi
th underlying disease, using dynamisation vasculo-tissulaire manuelle (DVTM)
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The present research can be broadly divided into (1) an investigation of the daily
physical symptoms of children with spinal bifida attending special-needs schools, (2) an investigation of
the state of affairs of lymphatic drainage treatment in Europe, and (3) an experiment looking at physical
and psychological changes using dynamisation vasculo-tissulaire manuelle (DVTM). The following results we

re obtained: (1) Common symptoms in the children were chills in the extremities, shoulder stiffness, and f
atigue; these symptoms influenced their studies. (2) Although lymphatic drainage is considered efficacious
for relief of daily physical symptoms in Europe, it has been used with discretion for children with under
lying disease. (3) For the experiment, symptomatic relief of chills and swelling is suggested and basic da
ta to study the treatment of children with underlying conditions was obtained.
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
