It aimed at connecting insights from US histor
y and British Imperial history by analyzing the development of Pownall®s vision of imperial governance. |
t paid attention to Pownall®s ideas on the role Native American Tribes might play in the evolving British
attempts at more effectivel¥ controlling the colonies. Pownall has left some interesting observations abo
ut the Mohawks, one of the leading native American tribes, but failed to give them a sustained thinking in

his later, major publication called The Administration of Colonies. Knowledge and insight gleaned in the
pursuit of this subject, however, has been successfully reflected in the two history textbooks this autho

r undertook (one published; the other soon forthcoming).
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
