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In Ireland the Catholic Church®s influence on school education cannot be overloo
ked. Even when lIreland had become a republic after a fierce fight against England, women®s rights were ver
y limited and oppressed. However, there were a certain number of women who received excellent education al
most equal to men in the confused society in the beginning of the 20th century.

One sister, descendant of the Sheehgs whose daughters were well-known around the times of revolts and wa
rs, came to Japan in 1960, and contributed to women®s education, stressing an open-heartedness which may h
ave gone some way to change the Japanese idea of Catholic education. She worked until her death in Japan,
always with fairness and social justice in mind.
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
