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A Fundamental Study on the Use of Eye Tracking in Teacher Behavior Observation of Ch
ildren with Severe and Multiple Disabilities
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The purpose of this study is to examine effectiveness of the use of eye tracking,
which is a way of objectively finding out the characteristics of teacher®s eye point and strategy in behav
ior observation of children with multiple disabilities (physical disability and intellectual disability).
With regard to the children with severe and multiple disabilities (less than one-year-old in developmental

age), it was identified there was a limitation in behavior observation through video. Meanwhile, with reg
ard to the children with multiple disabilities, eye tracking was identified as one of the objective indica
tors reviewing teacher®s behavior observation.
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
