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The "Rehabilitation® in collaboration between Justice and Social work supporting
offenders® social inclusion means same sense of that in Social work because of human dignity. In the colla
boration, Social work must not as a function of imposin? punishment but have autonomy as a independent sub
ject of supporting persons to improve their quality of life.

It is vital that the criminal justice process has the assessment system of offenders® human rights-based
needs, so we have to reform the criminal justice system and empower the current social resources.
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
