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This research offers some philosophical practices in terminal/palliative care
that has had problems based on modern tendency toward “ hiding death” or “ tabooed death” . First, the
knowledge of Thanatology was founded. This transdisciplinarK attempt explained about death topologically.
Second, a possibility of “ the existential communication” has offered. Terminal ill patients suffered
from death not medically but essentially. This communication intends terminally ill patients to think

about their own views of life and death aggressively without the framework for hiding death and getting
relief from pain
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
