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In this study, we have pointed out four important dimensions of Qing Daoism
: (Literati Daoism, in which lay "Confucian" intellects played essential part; (2)Functions of
spirit-writing (fuji) as a tool for penetrating, inventing and even creating "Daoist" traditions;
(3) The relationship between lay Daoists and Daoists who left their own family. (4) Interactions
between ritual performers of Buddhism and Daoism. (5) Relationship between Zheng-yi Daoist ritual
elements and religious rites of diverse people in Southern China since Qing. About Ming Daoism,
there is much space for discussion left, though.
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
