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Development of a nursing practice model for outpatient oral cancer treatment
based on oral management
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It is important for a patient support model that is focused on the oral

management of patients receiving outpatient cancer chemotherapy to ensure that nurses, dentists, and
dental hygienists actively share information. This is because ward nurses each work in different
departments to help in the management of physical conditions and oral health care of patients. In
order to improve patients® quality of life during therapy, in addition to mana?ing adverse oral
events, it is important to: evaluate systemic conditions, including nutritional status; maintain an
oral environment that allows patients to continue eating foods; carry out interventional measures
for the preparation and adjustment of dental prostheses, in accordance with the anticipated progress
of the cancer treatment course; and share information about cancer treatment strategies and oral
management policies among nurses and dentists in order to allow investigation of the specific type
of dental treatment to be performed.
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
