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An Analysis of Rules and Structures for Genealogy by comparison with heraldry
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In this research, the following five results have been achieved by
considering display styles and their structure for Coat of Arms and genealogy via bibliographic and
field survey in Japan and abroad, mainly England and Poland. (1) For recording the structure of Coat

of Arms, it has been proposed that not only static individual information but also variable
information, marshalling information, and cadency information are necessary. (2) The method of
complementing information has been proposed by analyzing records of the Grant of Arms. (3)
Understanding Coat of Arms by the Medieval people has been solved via the Coat of Arms for
Shakespeare and his works. (4) The necessity to reinvestigate the certainty for figure information
in books written about Coat of Arms has been shown. (5) For a tendency that the inheritance of
pedigrees is emphasized in the Western, China and Korea while that of family names is emphasized in
Japan, the necessity of comparative study has been shown.
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
