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Our research team has utilized field science research methods, including
anthropological fieldwork, to conduct investigative studies on facial and bodily expressions within
the socio-cultural contexts of various field sites around the world. Specifically, we have
undertaken comparative research focused on different cultural and social contexts within the
Southeast Asian region, including the Islamic world, regarding facial and related bodily
expressions. Throughout this period, our research has encompassed various aspects related to facial
and bodily expressions, such as different forms of physical expressions, clothing, adornments,
masks, veils, scarves, and issues surrounding the reception and transgression of Japan®s so-called "
kawaii" culture. These investigations have been conducted through on-site research in Southeast Asia

and other relevant locations.
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
