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This research project aimed to create a new type of networked museology by
developing methods and systems for sharing the information of the materials held by ethnological
museums around the world with their original creators and owners (source communities) and utilizing
them as the common property of humanity. The ethnographic museums in Europe and the United States,
which hold a large amount of ethnographic materials, were positioned as the base museums for this
project, and joint research, international workshops and symposia were conducted to promote
networking after grasping the present situations of cooperation with each source communities. In
addition, we planned and organized joint exhibitions and developed a database system for sharing
information related to ethnographic materials.
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
