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In this research, we focus on collections containing many small fragments,
which were excaveted in the Silk Road, which many researchers have been setted aside a long time,
and find out a large number of cases where the documents collate across collections.Thus we create a
new Paleography in East Asia. There are many cases of rejoining across collections in a wide range
of genres, such as Chinese Buddhist scriptures, Uyghur texts, legal texts, Sanskrit texts, medical
books,and so on. In addition to that, through investigation of expeditionary party diary, we

establish how to handle historical documents. It is concluded that the reason why the documents
rejoin across the collections is due to split purchases by multiple expeditionary teams in the
field.
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
