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This research is based on the overall concept of "continuous legal remedies
regarding administrative disposition”, and constructs a theory that ensures the stability and
continuity of administration, while effectively guarantees citizens" rights. More specifically, by
comparing the experience of German administrative law which is regarded as the parental law of
Japanese administrative law, as well as demonstrating the possibility of “resumption of
administrative procedures" in administrative process and "mandamus action” in administrative
litigation, this research has made clear that continuous, effective and dynamic legal remedies,
rather than the temporary and static ones, could be materialized.
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
