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Based on examples of war and massacres in the island regions of East Asia in
the mid-twentieth century, this study concerns the overcoming of the past for the purposes of
relief measures, the pursuit of truth, and reconciliation leading towards a post-conflict society,
and aims at the construction of a conflict study rooted in the deployment of experiential knowledge
as created and demonstrated by local communities, and a comparative investigation thereof. As a
result, in keeping with a criticism of Transitional Justice Theories that have been seen as useful
in reckoning with “ negative history” in a post-conflict society, the author will present the

latent potentiality of local knowledge and its deployment by those who have lived through a
conflict.
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
