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In this research project, we studied social and bodily aspects in autism
spectrum disorder. While previous studies reported that there have been differences in sociability
between people with autism spectrum disorder and typically developing people, the present studies
suggest that there are few differences between the groups at certain age in some social skills.
Also, the present studies suggest that there are unique characteristics of people with autism
spectrum disorder in the bodily aspects such as body image.
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
