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This_research explored how Puritanism_in 17th century declined by the
Enlightenment ideas and how it influenced on American revolution. Deism supported by Benjamin
Franklin and Thomas Jefferson is characterized by human understanding of nature and science. The
official church in Massachusetts, Connecticut, and New York was disestablished by the Constitution
and it produced various evangerical sects with the emphasis on morality. Unitarianism changed
Harvard divinity school and led to Emerson®s transcendentalism. This research described the
transformation of Puritanism through Deism in the 18th century to Romanticism in the 19th century.
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
