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The reconstruction policy of the Great East Japan Earthquake emphasizes the
existence of social networks. The speed of recovery depends greatly on the existence of social
networks. The results of the analysis show that not only the current situation in the affected
areas, or the situation in the area immediately before the earthquake, but also the long-term
regional Thinking about the dynamics may lead to community enhancement in the essential sense of the

word. I"ve come to the conclusion that the recovery of the affected areas is not a matter of a
single "disaster” but of the entire modernization of Japan. The recovery of the affected areas is
not just a matter of recovering from a single "great earthquake”, but also of the modernization of
Japan as a whole. It is clear that the question needs to be asked.
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
