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Establishment of tne method to improve dementia patients with problem feeding
behaviors by mirror neuron system

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The purpose of this study is to get knowledge that contributes to the
prevention and improvement of problem feeding behaviors associated with dementia. Therefore, we
investigated the situation of orphans and problem feeding behaviors of dementia patients, the
factors affecting them over time, and examined the relationship with the state of dementia etc.

As the results, we found that there is a significant association between cognitive decline and

anorexia, depression, food interruption, ADL, number of comorbidities, and presence or absence of

antidementia and psychotropic drugs. In addition to clarifying the relationship between mild

cognitive impairment and dysphagia, we found that oral function and oral hygiene management could
imBrove cognitive function. And, it was revealed that cognitive function, appetite, and Self-feeding
ability decline were significantly associated with the occurrence of death.
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
