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In National Park area, it is necessary to search for stable cash income
sources without putting pressure on self-sufficient economic activities (swidden agriculture, paddy
agriculture). In other area, it is desirable to continue swidden agriculture and economic activities

for cash income (ex. gold panning) by establishing appropriate rules by customary institution and
creating effective enforcement mechanisms. Regarding the management of protected areas in
Indonesia, participation is guaranteed by national policy as a * means’ to achieve the goal, and
the participation as a * purpose’ is also largely realized because the use of natural resources in
the surrounding area is permitted to facilitate the peoples’ autonomous development.
On the premise of maintaining self-sufficient agriculture (especially swidden agriculture), it is
important to promote the securing and creation of cash income sources according to local attributes
in accordance with the principle of participation.
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
