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With the aim of clarifying the conditions that suit the well-being of
diverse actors in the relationship between energy technology and society, the project was promoted
by forming research groups for empirical research, social theory, and social experimentation.
Approximately 30 papers and research reports were presented. The empirical research investigated
interests in a broad sense, and clarified that not only the economic effects but also the benefits
to diverse entities, including future generations, affect social acceptance. In social theory, we
examined issues such as cognitive injustice and discussed the factors that tend to cause social
conflict. In the social experiment, we conducted action research on zoning and tried to identify
policy issues through deliberative methods, and found that some deliberative governance methods
contribute to establish trust of stakeholders.
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
