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The new trend of African tourism in which the tourism industry and
development program are integrated and promoted as a * project’ with objectives such as
conservation’ , ‘ cultural preservation’ and ‘ poverty reduction’ is conceptualised as
project-style tourism’ . It has become clear that ‘ project-style tourism’ (i) involves an
unprecedentedly diverse range of actors in local communities and that nature and culture are
regarded as tourism resources; (ii) maintains, transforms and re-creates social boundaries around
minority ethnic communities; and (iii) on the other hand, fixes the peripheral status of minority
ethnic communities and fragments within the societies.
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
