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We conducted detailed interviews with religious people regarding religion
and community and researched disaster recovery based on the participant observation activities of
events such as local festivals in lwaki City. And we presented the results of our study in "Religion

and Communities after the Great Eastern Japan Earthquake.™ which was edited by Eiki Hoshino and
Tatsuya Yumiyama. (2)We collected the memories, records, case studies, and observations concerning
all harbors iIn Minamisanriku Town, Miyagi Prefecture with local people. They were digitally archived
and shared online to increase the number of visitors to the affected areas. (3) We examined social
action program activities with volunteers and religious people, logistic support in Tokyo, and
reconstruction assistance conducted by local people and migrants as "post-disaster culture.”
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
