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This study took an "ecology of religion" approach, transcending the

understanding that autonomous subjects believe in certain doctrines or mere depictions of individual
religious practices, to focus on religious spaces consisting of networks of things of nature,

artefacts, and bodies, and on the interaction between bodies and environments in religious
practices, experiences, and discourses within these spaces. The study was conducted through joint
fieldwork in Japan and India. We were able to deepen our discussion on the hypothesis that "the
natural and artificial environments in which religions are situated influence the physical
experience of the infinite "reality” and recursively affect the formation of the environment as it
becomes habitual and discursive".
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
