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It is necessary for us to conserve historical buildings and to prevent
damages from disasters. However, some reasons make it difficult. For example, it occurs
inconvenience to adopt a modern disaster-prevention technology to the historical buildings built in
past time. And it is also difficult to conserve these buildings without losing the cultural assert
value. These problems are not only in Japan but also in foreign countries. It has become
pressing issues In each country recently. Our research tries to investigate the actual condition
of European countries that are advanced for architectural conservation, and we examine the measures
of our country in the future. We visited lItaly, Portugal, France, Netherland, Australia, Britain,
and Germany, etc., and interviewed people involved. Also, we tried to find the problems and
discussed the solutions.
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
