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Transformation of the relationship between the CCP and the People®s Court from
the perspective of the historical institutionalism

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The purpose of this study is to reconsider the relationship between the
Chinese Communist Party (CCP) and the People®s Court ,and to reveal the political function that the
People®s Court has under the CCP*"s leadership. The first finding is that the late 1980°s is the
critical junction when the political status of the People®s Court raised, and its circumstance
still sustains. The second finding is that the CCP focuses on the judicial role as a "fire alarm™ to
suppress increase in the power of the Public Security. The third finding is that the People®s Court
sometimes performs the partial form of the opponent” when the CCP"s policy, such as the
professionalization of judges, change the profit structure that the People®s Court has.
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
